They 
sought us out because 
McKinley cannot house them 
next year and we were recom-
mended as a church whose 
mission would support this op-
portunity.  While we need to 
figure out the details, the ad-
ministrative committee voted 
affirmatively to welcome Cam-
pus Academy into our midst for 
the 2007/2008 school year.  I 
pray that we can find awesome 
ways to interact with this oppor-
tunity.

�� he severe winter weather coupled with the 
utility rate increase has been very unkind to 

the 2007 budget approved during our congrega-
tional meeting in January.  Utility bills paid 
through March 17 have totaled nearly $9,700…
more than half the total amount budgeted for the 
full year.  Snow removal services for the same 
period cost over $1,900-- $1,100 more than 
budgeted for the year.  In addition to these con-
ditions beyond our control, we have incurred 
nearly $4,100 in janitorial services for which we 
budgeted $10,264 for the year in anticipation of 
securing a less expensive alternative for the same 
level of service.  Although the search continues, 
we have been unable to secure such an alterna-
tive service.
